AN ORDER FOR HOLY BAPTISM
Presentation

Persons to be baptized are brought to the font and presented for baptiamn. Parents promise to
fulfill the responsibilities for Christian nurture. Sponsors promise to support those being
baptized in their growth in the faith. The congregation promises to love and nurture the newly
baptized and to assist them to be faithful disciples.

Hear the words of our Lord Jesus Christ: “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to
me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizingthem in the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything that | have commanded
you. And remember, | am with you always, to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:18-20).

Obeying the word of our Lord Jesus, and confident of his promises, we baptize those whom God
has called. In baptism God claims us, and seals us to show that we belong to God. God frees us
from sin and death, uniting us with Jesus Christ in his death and resurrection. By water and the
Holy Sprit, we are made members of the church, the body of Christ, and joined to Chrigt’s
ministry of love, peace and justice.

Let us remember with joy our own baptism, as we celebrate this sacrament.

promise to guide and nurture her by word and deed, with love and prayer,
encouraging her to know and follow Chrigt andto be faithful members of his church?

Profession of Faith
Those coming to be baptized, parents, and sponsors make vows, renouncing the ways of evil and

affirming the way of Christ. The congregation joins them in affirming the faith of the church in
the words of the Apostles’ Creed.

Through baptism we enter the covenant God has established. Within this covenant God gives us
new life, guards us from evil, and nurtures us in love. In embracing that covenant, we choose
whom we will serve by turning from evil and turning to Jesus Christ.

As God embraces you within the covenant, | ask you to reject sin, to profess your faith in Christ
Jesus, and to confessthe faith ofthe church, the faith in which we baptize.

Trusting inthe gracious mercy of God,
do youturn from the ways of sin and renounce evil and its power in the world?

Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Lord and Savior, trusting in his grace and
love?

Will you be Christ’s faithful disciple, obeying his Word and showing his love?

With the whole church, let us confess our faith in the words ofthe Apostles’ Creed.

I beliewe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth;

And in Jesus Christ his only Son our Lord; who was conceived by the Holy Ghost,
born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and
buried; he descended into hell; the third day he rose again from the dead; he
ascended into heaven, andsitteth on the right hand of God the Father Almighty; from
thence he shall come to judge the quick and the dead.

I beliewe in the Holy Ghost; the holy catholic church; the communion of saints; the
forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting. Amen.

Thanksgiving Ower the Water

God’s saving acts are remembered with thanksgiving, and the Holy Spirit is invoked, that those
who are baptized may have their sins washed away, be reborn to new life, be buried and
resurrected with Christ, and be incorporated into the body of Christ.

The Baptism
In the name of the triune God, the minister sprinkles water on the head of each candidate.

Vivian, | baptize you in the name ofthe Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

The Blessing
As a sign of the gift of the Holy Spirit in baptism, the minister lays handsupon the head and
makes the sign of the cross on the forehead of the newly baptized, praying for the gift of the Holy
Spirit. A baptisnal candle lighted from the paschal candle is given to the newly baptized as a
sign of the light which comes from the risen Christ, expressing the link between every baptism
and Christ’s death and resurrection.

O Lord, uphold Vivian by your Holy Spirit.
May she know and follow Christ and be a faithful member of your church, both now and forever.
Amen.

Vivian, child of the covenant, you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit in baptism, and marked as
Christ’sown forever. Amen.
