From the Pastor

Something So Old, It' s New Again: Lectio Continua Preaching

1 In this space, I've been mentioning a number of issues regarding expository preaching: how it is vital
to the growth and health of our church, how it is used by the Holy Spirit to communicat&\Gat!’

to us, and so on.

I now want to talk with you about something akin to expository preaching that is so old and
traditional that it has passed in and out of fashion several times already (like the clothes in my
closet!). In the past several decades, it has been out of style and pushed tgitise Buamowin
God’s timing, it appears to be coming back into vogue, and at just the right time for the church at
large.

The thing that is so old that it is brand new again? Preaching through books of the Bible, chapter by chapter and
verse by verse, or what the theologiansleetlo continugpreaching. If you hear the phrase “continuous reading” in the
Latin, then you're on the right patve are talking about preaching through a book of Scripture from Chapte/édseOne,
through to its very endo do this, you break down a book into passages small enough to be considered on a given Sunday and
yet still contain a unit of thought that makes seWé&gle conceivably you could just preach a verse or two each Sundaly
of the time expositors followinigctio continualivide a book into its paragraphs and use these units of thought as their
guidelines for understanding and proclaiming Gédbrd.
Classic, orthodox Christian preachers practiced this in spades through the centuries. Here are just a few of the giants
of the Christian faith who have done so, courtesy of theReJames Goodlcgarticle “Righteous Judgment,”Tie
Presbyterian Outloolposted on its website February 7, 2004gen (ca. 185-ca. 254);
John Chrysostom(ca. 347-407)Augustine of Hippo (354-430);UIrich Zwingli (1481-1531);John Oecolampadius
(1482-1531)Mar tin Bucer (1491-1551); andohn Calvin (1509-64). Calvirs approach is noteworthgxhausting, and
commendablélo quote Goodloe:
John Calvin intoduced this apach to Geneva. Those who &exiled during theeign of Queen Mar
(1553-58) took it with them when thejyurned to England and Scotland. The exposition of Saeijrur
course became one of the biggest planks in their platform of Christia/al: D them it was an essential
component of Christian worship that was acdiog to Scriptue and after the example of the early
church. Sunday morning Calvin normallygacched though the Gospels or thects of theApostlesAt
Sunday vespers he wouldepch though the Psalms or gesips a New&stament epistle. On weekday
mornings he mrached ttough Old €stament books. Calvingached trwugh most of the books of the
Bible, and he mrached his way slowly thmgh each book. Normalllze took thee to six verses at a time.
This system pduced, for example, 123 sermons on Genesis, 200 sermons oroD@utet 59 sermons
on Job, 176 sermons on 1 and 2 Corinthians, and 43 sermons on Galatians.
The advantages of preachiegtio continuare both numerous and profouiitiey include:
- Helping us work with passages of Scripture in their context and not as isolated proof texts (as you would with
any book you read).
Freeing both pastor and congregation from the tyranny of the presaietvarite passages (what, John 3:16-17
again!) and the struggle of what to preach nestfitiday—I should figure out something...).
Going a long way toward countering the massive Biblical illiteracy present today by covering, over time, a
significant amount of Scripture.
Most importantly placing our church under the authority of the “whole counsel” of Scripture and allowing
Scripture to shape and transform us
We have experienced soteetio continugpreaching thus faas we have worked through Galatians (fall 2006) and
Jonah (winter 2007).his month we will begin our most ambitious and exciting journey through a Biblical book yet, as we
will start to preach through the Gospel of Mark (see the article in this newsletter on this series for more details).
Undoubtedly there will be occasions to break away from a series on a Biblical book, particularly a longer one, as
events come up in the life of our churé¥e will continue to have sermons on stewardship, on current issues, on passages
related to the seasons of the Christian year susthast, Christmas, Lent, and Eastand on other issues related to our
discipleship as the needs arise. But our commitment to preach through the Gospel of Mark from stem to stern is unwavering
because we want to be faithful to God and to receive the benefits God pours out on his people as they come under the authori
of Scripture.
Goodloe writes, “Surely we must hear the whole word of God. It is not our prerogative to pick the bits and pieces we
want to hearlt is, instead, our duty and our joy to hear the whole word of God. Indeed, it is our very life.” May it be so, O
Lord, may it be so.
