As your pastor, there are three items I’d love to share with you as we move through Advent
and Christmas and toward the new year.

1. The Real Christmas Miracle: A Sermon Series for Advent and Christmas
During the Advent and Christmas season, Fred and I will preach on the wonderful story of
Jesus’ coming to this world, what the theologians call the “Incarnation,” a story with a
capital S.

The need for a Story is something all peoples and cultures have cultivated as a way to make sense of the world
around them. Many ancient cultures, for example, have myths about a god who would come to earth and die for
his people as a way of explaining the significance of life. So in one way, there’s nothing new here.

But the glorious Good News of the Christmas Story, while like any good Story, provides us with the spiritual
sustenance, imagination, and faith we need, at the same time this Story really happened. It takes place in first-
century Palestine, during the times of Caesar Augustus and time of Pontius Pilate, with real people like Mary and
Joseph—in real time, space, and history.

The sermons in our short series The Real Christmas Miracle are:
· December 16—”And You Shall Call His Name Jesus,” Matthew 1:18-21.
· December 23.—”God with Us,” Matthew 1:22-25.
· December 24, 5:00 and 7:30 p.m.—”Good News of Great Joy,” Luke 2:1-20.

Come worship with us as we tell the beginning of the Greatest Story ever told!

2. A Kid-Friendly Family Christmas Eve Service at 5:00 p.m.
Over the past few years, attendance at our 5:00 p.m. Christmas Eve service has been as large or larger than our
7:30 p.m. service. This is great! To help more families with children to worship together on Christmas Eve, we
are making this year’s 5:00 p.m. Christmas Eve our “Kid-Friendly Family Service.” The order of service will
reflect this shift. We’ll still sing the carols and light the candles as we do at 7:30 p.m., but the tone and setting for
the service will be lighter on liturgy and more helpful to families with younger children and shorter attention
spans. We want families to worship together during this service, even the little ones. While no nursery will be
provided, the Parlor will be available as an excellent “cry room” if you need it!

I think this will be a great outreach for 2008. Tell your friends!

3. “The Mission-Driven Life”—2008 Pledges
I want to give you the latest update, as we go to press, for our stewardship emphasis “The Mission-Driven Life.”
According to the latest report, we have received 215 pledges totaling $615,755, with 38 of the responses  “give,
but prefer not to pledge.”

If you have not had the opportunity to respond to “The Mission-Driven Life” for 2008, please do so at your
earliest opportunity. We still have approximately 100 families or individuals who have not yet responded. It is
not too late.

You are a giving, generous people. Why? Because you are the people of Christmas, of “the Word became flesh
and dwelt among us.” God has wonderful plans in mind for FPC as we respond with our commitments of re-
sources for his mission. Please step out in faith as God leads you to do, trusting in his promises for your time,
talent, and treasure.
